The 2006-07 season was
another banner year as Gwynedd-
Mercy ran off another perfect 16-
0 league mark on their way to a
26-3 overall mark and its second-
straight PAC Championship and
fifth overall. On the menu for this
year is a three-peat, and with two
starters,11 letterwinners returning,
and a plethora of talented fresh-
men,13th-year head coach Keith
Mondillo and the Griffins will aim
high for another league title.

The Griffins last season ranked
11th in all ofDivision III in scoring
offense, averaging 75.2 points a
game, not to mention having a win
margin of almost 20 points a
game. The team also ran off a 19-
game win streak.

This year, the offense will have
to replace two 1,000-point scorers
and a defensive standout in order
to return to the postseason.

Senior Karen Tierney and junior
Kristy Cramp were among the top
three in scoring on the team last
year and will look to lead the
Griffins once again. Senior Kristian
Woodridge was a big factor in her
first season as a Griffin, doing it
all: scoring, rebounding, and play-
ing defense. She'll look to earn a
starting spot.Tierney led the team
in scoring (11.1 ppg) and assists
(176/6.0 apg) while Cramp (9.9
ppg) remains one ofthe league's
top three-point threat. She sank 70
treys a year ago, hitting 40% of
her attempts from beyond the arc.
Junior Bridget Morrin contributed
greatly in her first full season after
suffering an injury in her freshman
year. Sophomores Bridget Gibson,
Erica Fulforth and Kate Wisniewski
all saw valuable playing time as
rookies and will push the veterans.

Look for freshman Lauren Toner to
add into the mix.

Senior Beccie Strohecker, who
has increased her scoring average
every year, can play either guard
or forward and provides the team
with a three-point shot and tough
defense. If she's used down low,
sophomores Jackie Dooley and
Kate McGinn will battle for a start-
ing spot.Smith and Dooley came
off the bench and saw plenty of
playing experience while McGinn
will look to battle back from an
injury that cut short her promising
freshman year. Newcomers Lauren
Rosar, Stacey Judge, Ashley Duffy,
Kristy McGrath, and Jen Marthers,
all 5-11 and above, will give the
team the size needed to make a
presence in the paint.

This year's schedule opens at a
familiar spot,in Arlington,Virginia
at the Marymount University
Tournament where Mid-Atlantic
teams, King's, Gettysburg,
Salisbury, and the College of New
Jersey, along with the host Saints
will await. The Griffins open
against Geneseo State, one of the
three teams to hand Gwynedd a
loss last season.After the home
opener against DeSales on
November 27th,GM will play two
road PAC games at Cedar Crest
and league newcomer College of
Notre Dame. In early January,
Gwynedd-Mercy will host the GMC
Women's Classic with Widener,
TCNJ, and Ursinus, who were an
NCAA Tournament team a year
ago. The Griffins will take on
Cabrini in Radnor, Pa. on January
31st in a rematch of last season's
PAC Championship game.
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Since 1995,head coach Keith Mondillo has built his program into national and regional recognition with
five conference championships and seven NCAA Tournament appearances. With 10-straight trips to the con-
ference championship game, there is no doubt that the Griffins are consistently knocking on the door for post-
season play.
Mondillo won the PAC Coach of the Year in just his second season after a four-game improvement and a

first-ever berth in the conference tournament.The Griffins had another first in 1998-99,playing in the NCAA Tournament for the
first time, as an at-large bid.Again,Mondillo was named coach of the year for the second-straight season,leading the Griffins to
24 wins and a perfect 16-0 in PAC play.

In the following year, Mondillo's team ran off the first of five-straight 20-win seasons, winning back-to-back PAC titles in 1999-
00, and 2000-01.During the 2001-02 season,Mondillo led a very young team to a first place regular season finish with a 15-1
PAC record and an overall record of 22-6 while making it to the PAC Championship game.

During the 2002-03 season,the Griffins again were the preseason favorite but started the season with just one win in its first
eight games before launching an amazing 18-2 run to win the PAC Championship and receive yet another berth into the NCAA
Tournament.In 2003-04,the Griffins earned its fifth NCAA Tournament appearance and notched a program-record 26 wins.

The 2005-06 season marked two milestones. On December 5th,Mondillo won his 200th career game in a win over Eastern.
The Griffins then went on as the first team in the history of the PAC to go undefeated in regular season and tournament play in its
path to a fourth league crown.

The team repeated its unbeaten league mark last year going 26-3,its best record ever, as the
team captured the conference crown and Mondillo won his fifth PAC Coach of the Year Award as
Gwynedd reached the PAC Championship game for the 10th-straight season.

Mondillo is a member ofthe NCAA Division III Women's Basketball Rules Committee.
Coach Mondillo played high school basketball at Archbishop Kennedy High School from 1986-

90. He then played basketball at Arcadia and was a team captain in his junior and senior seasons.
In his first year out ofcollege,Mondillo served as an assistant coach for the men's basketball team
at Gwynedd-Mercy before heading back to his alma matter for the 1994-95 season.After only
one year, Mondillo was asked to take the helm ofthe women's basketball program at Gwynedd-
Mercy where he remains today as the winningest coach in school history with a winning percentage
of .746 and 247 wins.

Keith Mondillo resides in Schwenksville, Pa. with his wife Jen,with their son Chase, and daughter
Grace.
